PART A —GENERAL
Rule 1  Application

These Rules shall apply to all vessels upon the high seas and in all
waters connected therewith navigable by seagoing vessels.

Nothing in these Rules shall interfere with the operation of special
rules made by an appropriate authority for roadsteads, harbours,
rivers, lakes or inland waterways connected with the high seas and
navigable by seagoing vessels. Such special rules shall conform as
closely as possible to these Rules.

Nothing in these Rules shall interfere with the operation of any spe-
cial rules made by the Government of any State with respect to ad-
ditional station or signal lights, shapes or whistle signals for ships of
war and vessels proceeding under convoy, or with respect to addi-
tional station or signal lights or shapes for fishing vessels engaged in
fishing as a fleet. These additional station or signal lights, shapes or
whistle signals shall, so far as possible, be such that they cannot be
mistaken for any light, shape or signal authorized elsewhere under
these Rules.

(d) Traffic separation schemes may be adopted by the Organization for

Rule 2 Responsibility

Nothing in these Rules shall exonerate any vessel, or the owner, mas-
ter or crew thereof, from the consequences of any neglect to comply
with these Rules or of the neglect of any precaution which may be
required by the ordinary practice of seamen, or by the special cir-
cumstances of the case.

In constructing and complying with these Rules due regard shall be
had to all dangers of navigation and collision and to any special cir-
cumstances, including the limitations of the vessels involved, which
may make a departure from these Rules necessary to avoid immedi-
ate danger.

Rule 3 General Definitions

For the purpose of these Rules, except where the context otherwise

requires:

(a) The word «vessel» includes every description of water craft, includ-

ing non-displacement craft , WIG craft and seaplanes, used or ca-
pable of being used as a means of transportation on water.

The term «sailing vessel» means any vessel under sail provided that
propelling machinery, if fitted, is not being used.

The term «vessel engaged in fishing» means any vessel fishing with
nets, lines, trawls or other fishing apparatus which restrict manoeu-
vrability, but does not include a vessel fishing with trolling lines or
other fishing apparatus which do not restrict manoeuvrability.

The word «seaplane» includes any aircraft designed to manoeuvre
on the water.

The term «vessel not under command» means a vessel which
through some exceptional circumstance is unable to manoeuvre as
required by these Rules and is therefore unable to keep out of the
way of another vessel.

The term «vessel restricted in her ability to manoeuvre» means a
vessel which from the nature of her work is restricted in her ability
to manoeuvre as required by these Rules and is therefore unable to
keep out of the way of another vessel. The term «vessels restricted in
their ability to manoeuvre» shall include but not be limited to:

(i) avessel engaged in laying, servicing or picking up a navigation
mark, submarine cable or pipeline;

(ii) a vessel engaged in dredging, surveying or underwater opera-
tions;

(iii) a vessel engaged in replenishment or transferring persons, pro-
visions or cargo while underway;

SECTION I —CONDUCT OF VESSELS
IN ANY CONDITION OF VISIBILITY

Rule 4 Application

Rules in this Section apply in any condition of visibility.

Rule5  Look-out

Every vessel shall at all times maintain a proper look-out by sight
and hearing as well as by all available means appropriate in the prevailing
circumstances and conditions so as to make a full appraisal of the situa-
tion and of the risk of collision.

Rule 6 Safe Speed

Every vessel shall at all times proceed at a safe speed so that she can
take proper and effective action to avoid collision and be stopped within
a distance appropriate to the prevailing circumstances and conditions.
In determining a safe speed the following factors shall be among those
taken into account:

(a) By all vessels:

(i) the state of visibility;

(ii) the traffic density including concentrations of fishing vessels or
any other vessels;

(iii) the manoeuvrability of the vessel with special reference to stop-

ping distance and turning ability in the prevailing conditions;

(iv) at night the presence of background light such as from shore
ligtitozdrom back scatter of her own lights;

If there is sufficient sea room, alteration of course alone may be the
most effective action to avoid a close-quarters situation provided
that it is made in good time, is substantial and does not result in
another close-quarters situation.

Action taken to avoid collision with another vessel shall be such as
to result in passing at a safe distance.

Rule 9 Narrow Channels

A vessel proceeding along the course of a narrow channel or fairway
shall keep as near to the outer limit of the channel or fairway which
lies on her starboard side as is safe and practicable.

A vessel of less than 20 metres in length or a sailing vessel shall not
impede the passage of a vessel which can safely navigate only within
a narrow channel or fairway.

A vessel engaged in fishing shall not impede the passage of any other
vessel navigating within a narrow channel or fairway.

A vessel shall not cross a narrow channel or fairway if such cross-
ing impedes the passage of a vessel which can safely navigate only
within such channel or fairway.

Rule 12 Sailing Vessels

When two sailing vessels are approaching one another, so as to in-
volve risk of collision, one of them shall keep out of the way of the
other as follows:

(i) when each has the wind on a different side, the vessel which has
the wind on the port side shall keep out of the way of the other;

(ii) when both have the wind on the same side, the vessel which is
to windward shall keep out of the way of the vessel which is to
leeward;

(iii) if a vessel with the wind on the port side sees a vessel to wind-
ward and cannot determine with certainty whether the other
vessel has the wind on the port or on the starboard side, she
shall keep out of the way of the other.

Rule 13 Overtaking

Notwithstanding anything contained in the Rules of Part B, Sections
I and II, any vessel overtaking any other shall keep out of the way of
the vessel being overtaken.

A vessel shall be deemed to be overtaking when coming up with
another vessel from a direction more than 22.5 degrees abaft her
beam, that is, in such a position with reference to the vessel she is
overtaking, that at night she would be able to see only the sternlight
of that vessel but neither of her sidelights.

When a vessel is in any doubt as to whether she is overtaking an-
other, she shall assume that this is the case and act accordingly.

Any subsequent alteration of the bearing between the two vessels
shall not make the overtaking vessel a crossing vessel within the
meaning of these Rules or relieve her of the duty of keeping clear of
the overtaken vessel until she is finally past and clear.

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SECTION III —CONDUCT OF VESSELS
IN RESTRICTED VISIBILITY

Rule 19
Conduct of Vessels in Restricted Visibility

(a) This Rule applies to vessels not in sight of one another when navi-
gating in or near an area of restricted visibility.

(b) Every vessel shall proceed at a safe speed adapted to the prevailing
circumstances and conditions of restricted visibility. A power-driv-
en vessel shall have her engines ready for immediate manoeuvre.

(c) Every vessel shall have due regard to the prevailing circumstanc-
es and conditions of restricted visibility when complying with the
Rules of Section 1 of this Part.

(d) A vessel which detects by radar alone the presence of another ves-
sel shall determine if a close-quarters situation is developing and/or
risk of collision exists. If so, she shall take avoiding action in ample
time, provided that when such action consists of an alteration of
course, so far as possible the following shall be avoided:

(i) an alteration of course to port for a vessel forward of the beam,
other than for a vessel being overtaken;

(ii) an alteration of course towards a vessel abeam or abaft the
beam.

(e) Except where it has been determined that a risk of collision does not
exist, every vessel which hears apparently forward of her beam the
fog signal of another vessel, or which cannot avoid a close-quarters
situation with another vessel forward of her beam, shall reduce her
speed to the minimum at which she can be kept on her course. She
shall if necessary take all her way off and in any event navigate with
extreme caution until danger of collision is over.

Rule 20
Application
Rules in this Part shall be complied with in all weathers.
The Rules concerning lights shall be complied with from sunset to
sunrise, and during such times no other lights shall be exhibited,

Rule 32
Definitions

The word «whistle» means any sound signalling appliance capable
of producing the prescribed blasts and which complies with the
specifications in Annex III to these Regulations.

The term «short blast» means a blast of about one second’s duration.

The term «prolonged blast» means a blast of from four to six sec-
ond’s duration.

Rule 33
Equipment for Sound Signals

A vessel of 12 metres or more in length shall be provided with a
whistle, a vessel of 20 metres or more in length shall be provided
with a bell in addition to a whistle, and a vessel of 100 metres or
more in length shall, in addition, be provided with a gong, the tone
and sound of which cannot be confused with that of the bell. The
whistle, bell and gong shall comply with the specifications in Annex
I1I to these Regulations. The bell or gong or both may be replaced
by other equipment having the same respective sound characteris-
tics, provided that manual sounding of the prescribed signals shall
always be possible.

A vessel of less than 12 metres in length shall not be obliged to car-
ry the sound signalling appliances prescribed in paragraph (a) of
this Rule but if she does not, she shall be provided with some other
means of making an efficient sound signal.

Rule 34
Manoeuvring and Warning Signals

When vessels are in sight of one another, a power-driven vessel
underway, when manoeuvring as authorized or required by these
Rules, shall indicate that manoeuvre by the following signals on her
whistle:

— one short blast to mean «I am altering my course to starboard»;
— two short blasts to mean «I am altering my course to port»;

— three short blasts to mean «I am operating astern propulsion».

Any vessel may supplement the whistle signals prescribed in para-
graph (a) of this Rule by light signals, repeated as appropriate, while
the manoeuvre is being carried out:

(i) these light signals shall have the following significance:
— one flash to mean «I am altering my course to starboard»;
— two flashes to mean «I am altering my course to port»;
— three flashes to mean «I am operating astern propulsion»;

(ii) the duration of each flash shall be about one second, the inter-
val between flashes shall be about one second, and the interval
between successive signals shall be not less than ten seconds;

(iii) the light used for this signal shall, if fitted, be an all-round white
light, visible at a minimum range of 5 miles, and shall comply
with the provisions of Annex I to these Regulations.

(i) avessel intending to overtake another shall in compliance with
Rule 9 (e) (i) indicate her intention by the following signals on
her whistle:

— two prolonged blasts followed by one short blast to mean
«I intend to overtake you on your starboard side»;

— two prolonged blasts followed by two short blasts to mean
«I intend to overtake you on your port side»;

(ii) the vessel about to be overtaken when acting in accordance
with Rule 9 (e) (i) shall indicate her agreement by the following
signal on her whistle:

— one prolonged, one short, one prolonged and one short
blast, in that order.

When vessels in sight of one another are approaching each other
and from any cause either vessel fails to understand the intentions
or actions of the other, or is in doubt whether sufficient action is
being taken by the other to avoid collision, the vessel in doubt shall
immediately indicate such doubt by giving at least five short and
rapid blasts on the whistle. Such signal may be supplemented by a
light signal of at least five short and rapid flashes.

A vessel nearing a bend or an area of a channel or fairway where
other vessels may be obscured by an intervening obstruction shall
sound one prolonged blast. Such signal shall be answered with a
prolonged blast by any approaching vessel that may be within hear-
ing around the bend or behind the intervening obstruction.

If whistles are fitted on a vessel at a distance apart of more than 100
metres, one whistle only shall be used for giving manoeuvring and
warning signals.

Sound Signals in restricted Visibility

In or near an area of restricted visibility, whether by day or night, the
signals prescribed in this Rule shall be used as follows:

(a) A power-driven vessel making way through the water shall sound at
intervals of not more than 2 minutes one prolonged blast.

(b) A power-driven vessel underway but stopped and making no way
through the water shall sound at intervals of not more than 2 min-
utes two prolonged blasts in succession with an interval of about 2
seconds between them.

When a pushing vessel and a vessel being pushed ahead are rigidly

Signals to attract Attention

If necessary to attract the attention of another vessel any vessel may
make light or sound signals that cannot be mistaken for any signal au-
thorized elsewhere in these Rules, or may direct the beam of her search-
light in the direction of the danger, in such a way as not to embarrass any
vessel. Any light to attract the attention of another vessel shall be such
that it cannot be mistaken for any aid to navigation.

1. Definition

The term «height above the hull» means height above the upper-

most continuous deck. This height shall be measured from the position
vertically beneath the location of the light.

2. Vertical positioning and spacing of lights

On a power-driven vessel of 20 metres or more in length the mast-
head lights shall be placed as follows:

(i) the forward masthead light, or if only one masthead light is car-
ried, then that light, at a height above the hull of not less than 6
metres, and, if the breadth of the vessel exceeds 6 metres, then
at a height above the hull not less than such breadth, so how-
ever that the light need not be placed at a greater height above
the hull than 12 metres;

(ii) when two masthead lights are carried the after one shall be at
least 4.5 metres vertically higher than the forward one.

The vertical separation of masthead lights of power-driven vessels
shall be such that in all normal conditions of trim the after light will
be seen over and separate from the forward light at a distance of
1000 metres from the stem when viewed from sea level.

The masthead light of a power-driven vessel of 12 metres but less
than 20 metres in length shall be placed at a height above the gun-
wale of not less than 2.5 metres.

The sidelights, if in a combined lantern and carried on a power-
driven vessel of less than 20 metres in length, shall be placed not less
than 1 metre below the masthead light.

ADDITIONAL SIGNALS FOR FISHING VESSELS
FISHING IN CLOSE PROXIMITY

1. General

The lights mentioned herein shall, if exhibited in pursuance of Rule
26 (d), be placed where they can best be seen. They shall be at least 0.9
metre apart but at a lower level than lights prescribed in Rule 26 (b) (i)
and (c) (i). The lights shall be visible all-round the horizon at a distance
of at least 1 mile but at a lesser distance than the lights prescribed by
these Rules for fishing vessels.

2. Signals for trawlers

OF SOUND SIGNALS APPLIANCES

1. Whistles
Frequencies and range of audibility
The fundamental frequency of the signal shall lie within the range
70-700 Hz. The range of audibility of the signal from a whistle shall
be determined by those frequencies, which may include the funda-
mental and/ or one or more higher frequencies, which lie within the
range 180-700 Hz (+1 per cent) for a vessel of 20 metres or more in
length, or 180-2100 Hz (+1 per cent) for a vessel of less than 20 me-
tres in length and which provide the sound pressure levels specified
in paragraph 1 (c) below.
Limits of fundamental frequencies
To ensure a wide variety of whistle characteristics, the fundamental
frequency of a whistle shall be between the following limits:
(i) 70-200 Hz, for a vessel 200 metres or more in length;
(i) 130-350 Hz, for a vessel 75 metres but less than 200 metres in length;
(iii) 250-700 Hz, for a vessel less than 75 metres in length.
Sound signal intensity and range of audibility
A whistle fitted in a vessel shall provide, in the direction of maxi-
mum intensity of the whistle and at a distance of 1 metre from it, a

sound pressure level in at least one %-octave band within the range
of frequencies 180-700 Hz (+1 per cent) for a vessel of 20 metres or

Positioning of whistles

When a directional whistle is to be used as the only whistle on a ves-
sel, it shall be installed with its maximum intensity directed straight
ahead. A whistle shall be placed as high as practicable on a vessel,
in order to reduce interception of the emitted sound by obstruc-
tions and also to minimize hearing damage risk to personnel. The
sound pressure level of the vessel’s own signal at listening posts shall
not exceed 110 dB (A) and so far as practicable should not exceed
100 dB (A).

Fitting of more than one whistle

If whistles are fitted at a distance apart of more than 100 metres, it
shall be so arranged that they are not sounded simultaneously.

Combined whistle systems

If due to the presence of obstructions the sound field of a single
whistle or of one of the whistles referred to in paragraph 1 (f) above
is likely to have a zone of greatly reduced signal level, it is recom-
mended that a combined whistle system be fitted so as to overcome
this reduction. For the purposes of the Rules a combined whistle
system is to be regarded as a single whistle. The whistles of a com-
bined system shall be located at a distance apart of not more than
100 metres and arranged to be sounded simultaneously. The fre-
quency of any one whistle shall differ from those of the others by at
least 10 Hz.
